Notice of Race 

 
1.0  Rules  
1.1  The regatta will be governed by the ‘rules’ as defined in the Racing Rules of Sailing 
 2005-2008.  
1.2  The Yachting New Zealand Safety Regulations Part 1 shall apply.  
1.3  The Organising Authority will require all participating boats to display the event 
 sponsor’s advertising in accordance with Appendix 1, Regulation 20.3.1 (d).  
 
2.0  Changes to Racing Rules  
The Racing Rules will be changed in accordance with rule 86 as follows:  
 
2.1  For protests where only a Rule of Part 2 is alleged to have been broken an 

arbitration hearing may be offered prior to any formal hearing.  
2.2  Rule 61.1 (a) will be altered so that all boats entered in this regatta will not be 
 exempt from displaying a protest flag.  
 
3.0  Changes to Class Rules  
 
4.0 Eligibility and Entry  
4.1  The regatta is open to all boats of the P and Starling Classes that comply with class 
 rules.  
4.2  Advance entries will be accepted until the normal closing date of 1700 hrs on 

Friday the 10th October 2008, by completing the attached entry form accompanied 
by a fee of $55 and mailing it to, P and Starling Nth Islands Whangarei Cruising 
Club P.O. Box 1082 Whangarei (cheques payable to “Whangarei Cruising Club”).  

4.3  Late entries, accompanied by an additional late entry fee of $30 may be accepted 
 at the Race Committee’s discretion until 09:30 hrs on the 18th October 2008.  
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4.4  Measurement is not required but each boat shall submit proof of holding a valid  
 measurement or rating certificate at registration  
4.5  All P Class entered in this regatta must also be on the National P Class register. 
 This can be obtained by emailing the Registrar on pclass@tauranga.co.nz  
4.6  To be eligible to compete in this event each competitor shall be a financial member 
 of a club recognised by the competitor’s national authority.
